How to use the Wordworks App

Open the Google Play Store App.

Search for Wordworks. Select the 
Wordworks App (The Reach Trust). Tap the 
INSTALL button.

Open the Wordworks 
App. Select your 
Gmail account to 
sign up.
(If you don’t have 
a Gmail account, 
you will need to set 
one up.)

Select the language 
you prefer.
Tap CONTINUE.
Add your personal 
details, including 
your location and 
child’s details.

Choose YES.
Wait for the app content to download.  
 
 

Tap the Menu icon to switch between 
My Daily Activities, Stories and Songs 
and Rhymes.
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Select today’s activity.
Tap to listen to each of the audio buttons.
Tap the pink box to read today’s text.
Tap the orange box to share with a contact.
